He worries.

Yolanda: Is that what happened to your ear?

Nina: Yes. Before he choked me, he smacked me in the side of the head. Hit me right
on the ear.

Yolanda: That sure sounds like some crazy kind of something to me. Not sure I'd call
that love. You sure things are OK?

Nina: Oh yeah, he just loves me so much. He gets crazy jealous, and worries all the
time. He’s really sweet mostly, though. No one ever loved me like he does.

Yolanda: Really? | hope no one ever hurt you like this before. Choking someone is really
bad. Dangerous, y’know? He could have killed you. I'm worried about you.

Nina: I'm fine. Really.
